Qberenth-day Adventist SBeligs OSummary

Once, all creation sang the same glorious
song.

CHURCH
. Jesus left His followers with an epic mission: tell the world of His love
and His promise to return. Also, they should love people the way He loved them.

LIVING

. God’s law in the Ten Commandments show us how to live and
make clear our need for Jesus. Though the law shows us the path to follow and convicts us of sin, it’s
about far more than just toeing the line.
