WORD OF THE WEEK:   GRIEF 

Grief is a deep, personal response to loss, most commonly a loved one’s death, 

encompassing emotional, physical, and cognitive symptoms like sadness, 

numbness, fatigue, and confusion. It is not a linear process, often involving 

stages of denial, anger, bargaining, depression, and acceptance, which can 

take months or years  (Google AI)
