7 weeks 62 weeks 

Last Week 

408 BC – Completion of 

the rebuilding and 

restoration process of 

Jerusalem. 

The time in between the 

restoration of Jerusalem and 

the anointing of the Messiah. 

This time period lasts 434 years 

Fall of AD 27 – Jesus 

baptized and anointed 

by the Holy Spirit 

beginning His public 

Ministry – Matthew 

3:16-17; Mark 1:9-11; 

Luke 3:21-22; Luke 

4:16-21; Acts 10:36-38. 

The Baptism of Jesus was 483 

years after the command of 

King Artaxerxes. This was the 

year AD 27 instead of AD 26 

because there is no 0 year in 

between the BC and AD dating 

system. We know this because 

Jesus was about 30 years old 

when He was baptized and He 

was born in the year 4 BC 

based on Luke 2:1-2. 

Spring of AD 31 – 

Jesus crucified for us 

in the middle (3 ½ 

years later) of the final 

prophetic week – 

Matthew 27, Mark 15, 

Luke 23, John 20. 

Fall of AD 34 – 

Rejection of Jesus 

confirmed by the 

stoning of Stephen. 

The Gospel is then 

taken to the 

Gentiles since the 

Jews rejected Jesus 

– Acts 7-10. 

Daniel 9:24-27 

457 BC – Begins at the 

command of Artaxerxes 

– Ezra 7. 

Rebuilding of the wall 

and streets of Jerusalem 

in troublesome times. 

This lasts 49 years or 

seven prophetic weeks 

– Nehemiah 3-6. 



 

2300 Day Prophecy 

70 Weeks 
2300 Days 

457 BC – Begins at the 

command of Artaxerxes. 

70 weeks are cut off from 

the 2300 days meaning 

the beginning is the same 

for both prophecies – 

Ezra 7; Daniel 9:24-27. 

Daniel 8:14 

Fall of AD 1844 – Begins 

the cleansing of the 

sanctuary in heaven and 

the investigative 

judgment 2300 years 

after the command to 

restore and rebuild 

Jerusalem – Daniel 7:10; 

Daniel 8:13-14; Daniel 

9:25; Hebrews 9; 

Revelation 10; 

Revelation 14:6-7.
