Biography of Chris Trent 
 

 Pastor Christopher Lee Trent was born in Logan County, West 
Virginia, and raised in Matewan, WV, a town known for its rich 
history and deep roots. He is connected to the Hatfield family 
through Valentine Wall Hatfield, his fifth great-grandfather. Though 
raised with an awareness of God through the influence of his 
grandparents, Pastor Trent spent much of his early life pursuing 
fulfillment through worldly success and personal ambition. 
 Before coming to Christ, Pastor Trent was a full-time tattoo 
artist. He experienced lots of financial success but found himself 
grappling with an inner void that material achievements could not 
satisfy. His life began to change when his wife, Rebecca, gave her life 
to Christ and began studying Scripture. Through her witnessing and 
his own search for truth, Pastor Trent encountered biblical teachings 
that revealed both his need for a Savior and the sufficiency of Jesus 
Christ to meet that need. 
 After surrendering his life to Christ, he sensed a clear calling to 
share the gospel. Following his baptism, Pastor Trent and his wife 
attended Emmanuel Institute of Evangelism, where they both 
equipped themselves for ministry. He later earned a degree in 
Religion with an emphasis in evangelism from Liberty University. 
Upon completion of his degree, Pastor Trent served as a Bible worker 
in the Pennsylvania and West Virginia Mountain View Conferences, as 
he was later called to form part of the pastoral ministry team as an 
official Pastor. Today, he faithfully serves in the Kentucky-Tennessee 
Conference of Seventh-day Adventists, committed to proclaiming 
Christ and leading others to experience the transforming power of 
His grace.
