Revelation 21:3-8

KING JAMES VERSION
3 And I heard a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle 
of God is with men, and He will dwell with them, and they shall be His 
people, and God Himself shall be with them, and be their God.  4 And God 
shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more 
death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: 
for the former things are passed away.  5 And He that sat upon the throne 
said, Behold, I make all things new. And He said unto me, Write: for these 
words are true and faithful.  6 And He said unto me, It is done. I am Alpha 
and Omega, the Beginning and the End. I will give unto him that is athirst 
of the fountain of the water of life freely.  7 He that overcometh shall 
inherit all things; and I will be his God, and he shall be My son.  8 But 
the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and 
whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have 
their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is 
the second death.
NEW LIVING TRANSLATION
3 I heard a loud shout from the throne, saying, “Look, God’s home is now 
among His people! He will live with them, and they will be His people. 
God himself will be with them.  4 He will wipe every tear from their 
eyes, and there will be no more death or sorrow or crying or pain. All 
these things are gone forever.”  5 And the one sitting on the throne said, 
“Look, I am making everything new!” And then He said to me, “Write this 
down, for what I tell you is trustworthy and true.”  6 And He also said, “It 
is finished! I am the Alpha and the Omega—the Beginning and the End. 
To all who are thirsty I will give freely from the springs of the water of 
life.  7 All who are victorious will inherit all these blessings, and I will 
be their God, and they will be My children.  8 “But cowards, unbelievers, 
the corrupt, murderers, the immoral, those who practice witchcraft, idol 
worshipers, and all liars—their fate is in the fiery lake of burning sulfur. 
This is the second death.”
