Policies

Parents are responsible for their children at all times. No one under 18 should be
on the campground without a parent/guardian.

Parental supervision is required at all times when children are playing on the
playground. The playground closes 15 minutes after Afterglow concludes.

It is preferred that pets remain at home or at a kennel. If pets are brought on the
campgrounds, we have a PET POLICY that must be adhered to. Every pet/dog
owhner/sitter must sign an agreement contract and obtain pet tags during
registration at the camp office. There will be a charge of $26 per pet.

As a spiritual retreat for Christians, the use of tobacco, alcohol, and harmful
drugs on the campground is prohibited.

A $10 CASH deposit is required at check-in for barracks, youth cabins, and
division building keys. It is a $10 deposit per key. The deposit will be refunded when
you return your key(s) prior to departure.

Use of air conditioners in cabins/trailers puts a strain on the electrical system. There
is a charge of $30.00 for use during camp meeting time. We do not supply air
conditioners.

Fire and electrical safety must be FIRST and foremost in all of our minds. Fires are
not allowed in any of our cabins. In order to avoid overloading our circuits, a
maximum of 2 (two) items per outlet.

Due to the dry conditions, open fires are not permitted on the campgrounds
unless approved by Administration.

Itis recommended that every family has their own first aid kits. We provide minor
first aid treatment and we will help assess the next steps in medical treatments.

There are a number of people on the campground who are sensitive to scented
products or aerosols. Please be mindful of what you wear and use.
