Pandemic Change of Plans
On Wednesday, December 8, Spectrum Health 
Lakeland president, Dr. Loren Hamel, and 
Berrien County Health Department Medical 
Director, Dr. Rex Cabaltica, shared the latest 
COVID-19 updates for Berrien County (see 
https://youtu.be/cWUpEnI57Xw). Noting that 
the positivity rate (percentage of those test-
ed as COVID positive) now is 25%, double the 
rate of the previous high a year ago, they are 
appealing to the public to forego large gather-
ings (even though masked and vaccinated) this 
Christmas. In response, your Pioneer pastors 
have voted regretfully to cancel our much an-
ticipated Christmas Breakfast in Church (Sab-
bath, December 25). The risks of a spreader 
event are too high to ignore. We share your 
disappointment, but we know you support pro-
tecting the safety and health of all our mem-
bers as our first priority. So may “God bless us, 
everyone!”
