1 - 24 Count Crayola Crayons (Only Crayola Please) 

1 Pack of Large Classic Colored Crayola Markers (Only Crayola Please) 
1 Pair of Rounded Tip Scissors  
1 Pack of 25-count Sheet Protectors  
1 Size 2“ – 3 Ring Binder with Clear Pocket on Front  
2 Big Boxes/Packages Classroom Snacks

1 Water bottle that does not spill easily when knocked over
